MINUTES FOR THE REGULAR MEETING AND BUDGET HEARING OF THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF HIGHLAND WATER DISTRICT ON 
THURSDAY, DECEMBER 12, 2019
Call to order:
Commissioner Johnson announced that a quorum of the board was present and called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Commissioners present:

Prior Minutes:
The Commissioners reviewed the minutes for the November 14, 2019 meeting. Commissioner Johnson made a motion to approve the minutes. Commissioner Sheppard seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
Acknowledgement:
Since this was the last meeting for 2019 there was a short presentation of a plaque and gift certificate to Commissioner Sheppard in appreciation of the 13+ years he served on the Board of Commissioners. 

Visitors:
Dana Jorden-Commissioner Elect, Eric Babbitt-Customer
Q & A for Visitors:
Eric Babbitt attended to seek relief on a bill with a leak. He presented the Commissioners with information and has fixed the leak. Commissioner Johnson motion to approve relief in the amount of $531.30 the amount of overage charges. Commissioner Sheppard seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Nothing for this meeting.

Field Supervisor:

A. Usage:
Unaccounted for usage for HWD for November was 23% and for Friar Creek it was 9%. There was a short discussion.
B. Leak Detection:
The Lead Field Tech sought and received bids for leak detection for the District. Several were received and after discussion Commissioner Johnson motioned to accept the bid from Hydrevolution in the amount of $3,894.00. Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

C. Leak Relief:
There was a customer that had a leak and after reviewing the information Commissioner Stonebridge motioned to approve adjustment to the account in the amount of $192.60 the amount of the overage charges for October and November. Commissioner Sheppard seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
D. Acct Adjustment:
There was a customer that should be on non-user but was charged full rate. Commissioner Johnson motioned to adjust the account in the amount of $101.00 the difference between the two rates. Commissioner Sheppard seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
E. Tank Inspection:
The Maint Tech Lead had sought and received bids for having the tanks inspected and cleaned if needed. Several bids were submitted and after some discussion Commissioner Sheppard motioned to accept the bid from Advanced Diving Services in the amount of $2,818.74. Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
F. Sanitary Survey:
A representative from the State Dept. of Health met with the Maint Tech Lead to do a required sanitary survey for the Friar Creek system. Everything was fine.

G. Workshop:
Commissioner Elect Jorden will be attending a workshop for newly elected officials in January. There was a short discussion.

Budget Hearing:
Commissioner Johnson adjourned the regular meeting of the Board into a Budget Hearing for the 2020 Budget at 7:10pm. No members of the General Public were present for the hearing. No written comments were received. The Hearing was adjourned back to the regular meeting at 7:25pm.

The Administrative Assistant will contact the Attorney.
   C. Signature Sheet:
It is time to update the signature sheet for the County. The needed signatures were collected and it will be sent to the County.
   D. SOQ’s:
The District posted a legal ad calling for Statement of Qualifications for interested engineering firms. This is an annual requirement. Three SOQ’s were received. After a short discussion Commissioner Stonebridge motioned to keep PACE as the engineering firm for the District. Commissioner Sheppard seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. The Administrative Assistant will request an updated rate schedule and a resolution will be prepared for the next meeting.
   E. 2020 Officers:
It is time to nominate the Officers for the Board of Commissioners for 2020. Commissioner Johnson motioned to elect Commissioner Stonebridge as President of the Board for 2020. Commissioner Sheppard seconded the motion and it carried. Commissioner Sheppard motioned to elect Commissioner Johnson as Secretary of the Board for 2020.
