The Commissioners reviewed the minutes for the December 10, 2020 meeting. Commissioner Johnson made a motion to approve the minutes. Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

   A. Usage:
The unaccounted for use for December was 23% for Highland and 13% for Friar Creek. There was some discussion.
   B. Leak Detection:
A rep from Hydrevolution came out for a day this week and took the field employee out with the Districts new leak detection equipment and went through part of the District to train him on the equipment. There was some discussion on the area that was visited and what was recommended by the tech for future leak detection.
   C. Pipe Replacement:
The Maintenance Supervisor made a recommendation that an area in the District that has galvanized pipes should be the first project that the District take for pipe replacement. It was the area that the leak detection equipment was used and there were two service line leaks and a meter leak found. The area is 127th St SE east of 263rd. After some discussion the Commissioners were of a consensus that the area should be replaced. The Maintenance Supervisor will contact the Engineer and start planning for the replacement and possibly one other area.
   D. Bathroom Remodel:
The budget for 2021 included money to do a remodel of the main bathroom. The Commissioners were updated and there was a short discussion.
   E. Pasado’s:
The trees that need removed by the tank site for the Pasado’s main extension will be taken out the last week of January. 
   F. Notary Renewal:
The Office Managers notary license expires in April. The Office Manager will be retiring in about a year so there was some discussion regarding the need over the next few months and if it should wait until a new office employee was hired. It was a consensus of the Board to have the Office Manager go ahead and renew the notary license.

   A. Financials:

   B. Leak Relief:
There were two customers that submitted request for relief for leaks. Commissioner Jorden motioned to refund 2 months of overage in the amount of $43.05 for account 006397002. Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. Commissioner Johnson motioned to refund 2 months of overage in the amount of $170.60 to account 015444001. Commissioner Jorden seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

   D. SOQ’s:
The District advertised for Statements of Qualification for engineering services. Only one SOQ was submitted from PACE. There was some discussion and Commissioner Johnson motioned to accept the SOQ from PACE as the Engineer firm for 2021. Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

   I. Basement:
There is an issue with standing water in the basement of the Office building. There was some discussion and the Maintenance Supervisor was asked to get someone to look at it and see what the recommendations were.
