Call to order:

Prior Minutes:
The Commissioners reviewed the minutes for the May 14, 2020 meeting. Commissioner Stonebridge made a motion to approve the minutes. Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

   A. ULID:
The District received an email update from the Attorney regarding the delinquent ULID collection. There was a short discussion.

   A. Usage:
The unaccounted for use for May was 16% for Highland and 0% for Friar Creek. There was some discussion

   B. Leak Relief:
There was a customer that had a significant leak and had written a letter for the Commissioners asking for some relief. After reviewing the account Commissioner Johnson motioned to give relief on overage in the amount of $569.30. Commissioner Jorden seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
   C. Adjustment:
During the billing process a new customer was overbilled. Commissioner Stonebridge made a motion to adjust the bill in the amount of $130.50. Commissioner Jorden seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

   D. UMS Training:
Sallal and Highland are updating their billing programs to the newer version of CUSI. Two days of training were paid for by Highland and Sallal asked if they could split the cost and attend the training with Highland. They will be invoiced for half of the cost of the training session. There was a short discussion. 

   E. Ads:
Ads for maintenance work on the District office building were submitted to the Herald and the Monitor. There was a short discussion.

   A. Financials:
The financials for May were provided to the Commissioners for review. There was a short discussion.
   B. Audit:
There was some discussion about the Audit exit and it was the consensus of the Board for the exit conference to be done via Zoom on Thursday, June 25th at 3pm. Commissioner Jorden will join the meeting.
   C. Low Income App:
Three applications for low income were submitted to the Commissioners for review. The applicants were qualified for the low income rate. Commissioner Johnson motioned to approve the three applications. Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion and it carried.
D. Policy Extension:
After some discussion and because of the Governors extension and as allowed by Highland Water Resolutions 2020-0402 and 2020-0403 Commissioner Stonebridge motioned to extend the temporary shut off and late fee policies through August. Commissioner Jorden seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. There will be a reminder on the next billing statement regarding the policy and the need for customers to contact the Office for arrangements to avoid shut off when the temporary policy expires.
E. Pasado’s:
The Developers Extension Agreement was signed and returned to the Office. A deposit had been made previously. There was a short discussion.
F. Insurance:
The forms for the new insurance under the Water and Sewer Risk Management Pool were filled out and submitted to the Commissioners for signature. As Secretary of the Board, Commissioner Johnson signed the documents.  A withdrawal letter was prepared for Enduris. All Commissioners signed this letter.
