Prior Minutes:
The Commissioners reviewed the minutes for the February 13, 2020 meeting. Commissioner Stonebridge made a motion to approve the minutes. Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

A. Freedom Foundation:
The District Attorney filed to have Highland Water District removed from the injunction filed to stop the release of some record by numerous entities in the state that had received a request from Freedom Foundation. The District release the records as requested after sending 3rd party notices. There was no reason for the District to be involved in the injunction.
B. ULID:
The Attorney filed paperwork on behalf of the District to foreclose on the delinquent ULID property. All parties were served. There was a short discussion.

A. Usage:
Unaccounted for usage for HWD for February was 21% and for Friar Creek it was 11%. There was a short discussion.
B. Discussion on Virus:
The Commissioners and staff had a discussion regarding the steps the District would take as precautions regarding the current Coronavirus. It was decided that the District would temporarily stop taking person to person payments and that the field employees would limit contact while in the field working.
