MINUTES FOR THE MEETING OF THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF HIGHLAND WATER DISTRICT ON THURSDAY, MAY 13, 2021
Call to order:
Commissioner Jorden announced that a quorum of the board was present and called the meeting to order at 6 p.m.

Commissioners present:

Prior Minutes:
The Commissioners reviewed the minutes for the April 8, 2021 meeting. Commissioner Johnson made a motion to approve the minutes. Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
Engineer:

A: Main Replacement:
The proposed pipe replacement design is 75% complete. There was some discussion. 
Attorney:

A: Peterson:
A payment was received from Mr. Peterson to cover past billing after the agreed adjustments were made. The District is waiting for the signed agreement.

   A. Usage:
The unaccounted for use for April was 17% for Highland and 13% for Friar Creek. There was some discussion. 
   B. Generator:
When work being done for Pasado’s is complete the field employees will install the cover for the generator.
   C. Basement:
Some inquiries were made regarding the lining of the walls instead of the installation of a drain and pump system.  There was some discussion about the information received. More research will be done.
   D. PASADO’s:
The work underway. About 500’ of pipe is in. The District installed a new 16” gate valve to replace one that was not shutting down all the way when the tie in was attempted. There was a short discussion. 
   E. Trucks:
The 2017 truck is having issues with the air-conditioner. There was some discussion. Commissioner Johnson motioned to allow the truck to be repaired using up to 3k. Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. The older truck that is being replaced is having some issues with the brakes squeaking and the transmission needs to have maintenance done. There was some discussion and the Maint. Supervisor will make arrangement to have the transmission work done.
   F. Application:
The District application forms need to be updated. There was some discussion and inquiries were made to the Union and Attorney for the correct wording.

   G. Rate Study:
The Office Manager suggested that it was time to do a new rate study. The one done in 2015 was for 6 years and ends in 2021. There was some discussion and inquiries will be made regarding a timeline for starting.
Commissioners:


   A. Financials:
The financials for April were given to the Commissioners for review. There was a short discussion. 
   B. Shaffer:
There is a customer that has been off for a while. He sent an email requesting to zoom with the Commissioners but could not because of a family issue that came up. The Commissioners reviewed his account and there was some discussion. Commissioner Johnson motioned to offer an adjustment to the account and to make payment arrangements. Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. The Office Manager will email the customer with an offer from the Commissioners.
   C. Union:
The wording in part of the Union contract needed to be updated. The Commissioners reviewed the language. Commissioner Stonebridge motioned to approve the change in the language. Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
   D. Office Reopen:
The subject of opening the office was revisited. It was decided to leave the office as is for now and see what happens with the phases. 
   E. Book Asset detail:
The book asset detail for 2020 was reviewed by the commissioners. They initialed it to show it had been reviewed.
F. Driveway:
Nothing new for this.
   G. CUSI:
We received a communication from the billing program company regarding changed that the card processing company Authorize.net was making that could cost more for the District. There was some discussion and Commissioner Stonebridge moved to allow the Office Manager to communicate with CUSI and see if it would save the District some expense to use the program offered through them. Commissioner Jorden seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. The Office manager will begin the process.
Vouchers/Payroll:
Commissioner Stonebridge made a motion to approve vouchers 6385 through 6409 in the amount of $97,364.40. Commissioner Jorden seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. Commissioner Stonebridge made a motion to approve payroll for May in the amount of $16,869.76. Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
