Call to order:
Commissioner Johnson announced that a quorum of the board was present and called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Commissioner Johnson was administered the Oath of Office for his newly elected 6 year term.

Leslie attended the meeting to discuss a leak that was repaired. After a short discussion Commissioner Sheppard motioned to adjust the account in the amount of $97.30 the amount of the overage. Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
Prior Minutes:
The Commissioners reviewed the minutes for the December 10, 2015 meeting. Commissioner Sheppard made a motion to approve the minutes as written. Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Engineer:

   A. Comp Plan:
Susan Boyd and Dave Hutley from PACE attended the meeting to discuss the Comp Plan and mapping of the District. There was a lengthy discussion and the Comp Plan has been sent out for review and several comments have come back to the District. Mapping should be done shortly at a cost of about 5K. Commissioner Stonebridge motioned to have PACE complete the mapping at a cost not to exceed $5,000.00. Commissioner Sheppard seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
Field Supervisor:

A. Usage:
Unaccounted for usage for HWD for December was 19% and for Friar Creek it was 5%. The Field Supervisor will be contacting the leak detection companies and the plan would be to start leak detection in March.
B. Franchise:
A deposit was sent to have the franchise application review done. There was a short discussion.
C. Incident Report:
The Commissioners were given an incident report to review and there was a short discussion regarding safety issues such as seat belts and cell phones.

D. GC Systems:
GC systems is in the process of doing maintenance work on the pump stations. There was a short discussion regarding the fact that the maintenance was budgeted for last year in the amount of $7,100.00 but is being done this year. Commissioner Johnson made a motion to approve work not to exceed $10,000.00. Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
E. Sultan Communication: As part of the Comp Plan agencies send comments to the District. There was some discussion regarding communication with the City of Sultan and the reply sent. There are two shared areas that need to be mapped correctly.
