MINUTES FOR THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF HIGHLAND WATER DISTRICT ON THURSDAY JULY 13, 2017
Call to order:
Commissioner Sheppard announced that a quorum of the board was present and called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Commissioners present:

Prior Minutes:
The Commissioners reviewed the minutes for the June 8, 2017 meeting. Commissioner Johnson made a motion to approve the minutes as written. Commissioner Sheppard seconded the motion and it carried.

Engineer:
Nothing for this meeting
Attorney:
The Attorney had reviewed the lien resolution and policy. He sent a memo to the Commissioners. 
Field Supervisor:

A. Usage:
Unaccounted for usage for HWD for June was 11% and for Friar Creek it was 8%. There was a short discussion.
B. Vehicle Bids:
The Field Supervisor had researched prices and gotten some quotes. There was some discussion. The quote from Bickford Ford was the lowest. Commissioner Sheppard made a motion to move forward with purchase of a truck from Bickford including a ladder rack. Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried.
C. Radio replacement:
Day Wireless Systems installed a new digital base and installed new digital radios in the trucks. There was a short discussion. Commissioner Johnson made a motion to discard the old base unit that was not working due to a lightning strike. Commissioner Sheppard seconded the motion and it carried.
D. Sign:
A new sign has been ordered for the office and new decals for the trucks.
Commissioners:


   A. Financials:
The financials for June 2017 were given to the Commissioners to review. There was some discussion. Contract Labor was higher due to a new service installation and three repairs.
   B. Annual Audit:
The annual audit is complete. The exit conference was done on June 22nd. It was a clean audit. There was a short discussion.
C. Adjustment:
There was a customer that had been out of town for 4 months with no usage. He asked about getting credit for the difference between the regular and non-user rate. There was a short discussion. Commissioner Johnson motioned to allow the credit for service ID 006809. Commissioner Sheppard seconded the motion and it carried.
D. Low Income Apps:
The Commissioners were given three application renewals for the low income rate. After a brief discussion Commissioner Sheppard made a motion to approve renewal of the low income applicants at service ID 019850, 015394, and 019340. Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried.
E. Banking:
The District was sent a letter from Bank of America terminating our account and cards as of August 15, 2017. The Staff had checked with the County regarding banks they were doing business with. We were given 3 bank names but only one of them had an office in Monroe. Staff contacted Costal Community Bank and had two meetings with reps from the bank. All necessary forms and information were provided and were given to the Commissioners to review. After some discussion Commissioner Sheppard motioned to proceed with setting up an account with Costal Community Bank with Commissioner Stonebridge, Commissioner Sheppard, Commissioner Johnson, Lead Field Tech Raymond Phelps, and Office Manager Susan Forbes as the signers on the account. Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried. Staff will meet with the bank reps Friday, July 14, 2017 to set up the new account and then will proceed with the necessary tasks to switch all banking and credit cards to Coastal Community Bank. The Commissioners filled out and signed the necessary forms for the bank.

The Lead Field Tech had gotten some information and quotes for a new mower that would have a bigger deck and be sturdier. The Commissioners directed the Lead Field Tech to check on another type of a mower and have information for the next meeting.

The ERWoW conference will be at Marysville this year. There was some discussion and Commissioner Johnson is planning to attend the conference. He will go online to register and will contact the office if he needs any information in order to sign up.
Vouchers/Payroll:
