F. Enduris:
We received the annual letter from the insurance company regarding the rates for next year that was passed onto the Commissioners.
G. BOA letter:
A letter was received from Bank of America stating that they are closing our accounts by August 15th and we would need to acquire a new bank. This was sort of expected as they have been sending these to a lot of smaller entities. The majority of the Districts money is kept at the County in a state pool investment program. Employees will be doing some research and talking to various banks in Monroe regarding transferring our account. There was some discussion.

H. Information:
The Commissioners were give information printed from the MRSC site regarding the bid process and the amount thresholds etc. There was some discussion.

I. Liens:
There was a discussion regarding a lien placed on a customer that had not paid for 5 months and reached the amount owed of $300.00 that the District established by resolution and policy. The Commissioners directed the Office Manager to have the District Attorney review the communication sent from the customer and directed the Office Manager to draft a letter to the customer regarding the District position on the lien.

   I. Old Business:
There was some discussion regarding the process for getting the sign done. The Company that did the last one is now out of business. The Commissioners directed the Field Supervisor to have it done by the company that contacted us and that does other work for the District. They felt that the rest of the items were not a big priority and could be done at any time.
Vouchers:
Commissioner Stonebridge made a motion to approve vouchers 5516 through 5527 in the amount of $162,646.51. Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. Commissioner Stonebridge made a motion to approve payroll for June in the amount of $16,039.63. Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
