MINUTES FOR THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF HIGHLAND WATER DISTRICT ON THURSDAY MARCH 10, 2016
Call to order:
Commissioner Johnson announced that a quorum of the board was present and called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Prior Minutes:
The Commissioners reviewed the minutes for the February 11, 2016 meeting. Commissioner Stonebridge made a motion to approve the minutes with corrected heading. Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Engineer:

   A. Comp Plan:
There was a short discussion regarding the Comp Plan. Questions from the DOH review and answers to be sent were given to the Board to review. A resolution will be prepared for the next meeting. Also, a public meeting for the Comp Plan will be published and held at the April meeting.
   B. Mapping:
The Engineer had a set of draft maps for use in the trucks. He will be sending two more of those and some maps for the Office. There was a short discussion.

   C. Pumps:
The Engineer had drawing for the Board showing how the improvements to the pump station would look. He will contact EFI to get a visit set up so we can get a quote for the cost of the improvements.

Field Supervisor:

A. Usage:
Unaccounted for usage for HWD for February was 17% and for Friar Creek it was 6%. 
B. Leak Detection:
The leak detection part 2 will be on hold until after the next meter reads are done. There was a short discussion. It was the consensus of the Board to start budgeting 1K each year for leak detection. It would be set aside for the leak detection normally done every 3 to 5 years. 
C. Leaks:
The valve that was found leaking in the leak detection that was done was repaired. There was a service line repair done last month and a service line repair done this month. Since those were repaired the pump station has gone back to longer periods between running. The Field Supervisor would like to hold off on further leak detection until we see if the repairs corrected the high percent of loss.
D. WASWD:
The Field Supervisor had attended a class and gave a report to the Commissioners. He will be attending another class next week.

   A. Financials:
The financials for February 2016 were given to the Commissioners to review. There was a short discussion.
   B. Taxes:
The District received billing for Surface Water Management from the County Treasurers Office. The District is usually exempt but this fee is not. There was a short discussion.
   C. Beans:
Information was received regarding the sheriffs sale on the Friar Creek property owned by the Beans. There was a short conversation. 
D. Meeting Time:
Commissioner Stonebridge asked the other Commissioners if they would be willing to change the meeting start time to 6pm. There was some discussion. The Office Manager will check and if necessary prepare a Resolution for the next meeting.
E. Financial Report:
The Commissioners plan to review the annual financial statement at the April meeting.
F. April meeting:
It was the consensus of the Board to start the April meeting at 6pm so there would be enough time to hold the Comp Plan Public Meeting and do a review of the Financial Statement. It will be published.
