MINUTES FOR THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF HIGHLAND WATER DISTRICT ON THURSDAY MARCH 8, 2018
Call to order:
Commissioner Stonebridge announced that a quorum of the board was present and called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Prior Minutes:
The Commissioners reviewed the minutes for the February 8, 2018 meeting. Commissioner Johnson made a motion to approve the minutes with a correction to the heading date. Commissioner Sheppard seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Field Supervisor:

A. Usage:
Unaccounted for usage for HWD for January was 22% and for Friar Creek it was 8%. The Field Supervisor is working on quotes for doing leak detection.
B. Transmission Line 5:
Everett’s transmission line shut down went as scheduled. The Field Supervisor had prepared reports for the intertie with Monroe, the shut-down of the Friar Creek system, and Highland Water. (copies of these are with the minutes) There was a lengthy discussion regarding the procedures used for the shut down and what was learned that may be of value in the future. 
D. Reading Equipment:
The new hand held device was delivered and installed. The rep left the loaner for use if needed. There was a short discussion.
E. Old Mower:
There was a brief discussion regarding the old mower. The Field Supervisor will check to see if it can be sold. If not it would be scrapped. Commissioner Stonebridge made a motion to allow the mower to be scrapped if it could not be sold. Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
F. Driveway:
There was some discussion regarding the pot holes in the parking lot and driveway and how best to fix them. Commissioner Johnson made a motion to have the Field Supervisor proceed with quotes on scarifying and grading the drive and putting a layer of gravel down. Commissioner Sheppard seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

   B. Nasman Ridge:

   E. Hand Road Extension:
There was some interest about what it would take to extend the line and hook to the system by a possible buyer of property across from 118th on Hand Rd. There was a short discussion.
   F. MRSC contract:
It is time to renew the annual contract with MRSC for small works rosters. The contract was given to the Commissioners to review and for signature. Commissioner Sheppard motioned to approve the annual contract with MRSC. Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Commissioner Johnson called for an executive session to discuss employee/contract concerns. Commissioner Stonebridge adjourned the regular meeting into an executive session at 7:24pm to discuss employee/contract concerns. The executive session adjourned back to the regular meeting at 8:26pm.
