MINUTES FOR THE REGULAR MEETING AND BUDGET HEARING OF THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF HIGHLAND WATER DISTRICT ON THURSDAY DECEMBER 10, 2015
Call to order:
Commissioner Stonebridge announced that a quorum of the board was present and called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Cal attended to get permission to be on the non-user rate when he is gone over the next few months. There was a short conversation and he will be on the non-user rate until he returns.

Prior Minutes:
The Commissioners reviewed the minutes for the November 12, 2015 meeting. Commissioner Johnson made a motion to approve the minutes as written. Commissioner Sheppard seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Budget Hearing:
Commissioner Stonebridge adjourned the regular meeting into a Budget Hearing at 7:06pm. The Hearing had been published in the Monitor on November 17th and the Herald on November 16th. No members of the public were present at this time and no written responses were received from the public. The Budget Hearing was adjourned back to the regular meeting at 7:20pm.
Motion:
Commissioner Stonebridge made a motion to approve the Budget for 2016. Commissioner Sheppard seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
Engineer:

A. Comp Plan:
The Comp Plan has been sent out for review. The Engineers had sent an email with some mapping examples. There was a discussion regarding the Comp Plan and the costs for mapping. The Field Supervisor will contact the Engineers for further discussion.
Field Supervisor:

A. Usage:
Unaccounted for usage for HWD for November was 21% and for Friar Creek it was 6%. There was a lengthy discussion regarding leak detection and meter replacement.
B. Franchise:
The District is in the process of renewing the franchise with Snohomish County for right of way use. The Field Supervisor will keep the Commissioners informed as the process continues.
Commissioners:


   A. Financials:
The financials for November 2015 were given to the Commissioners to review. There was a short discussion.
   B. DEA:
There was some discussion regarding the Developers Extension Agreement and its purpose. The District has a DEA ready to be signed for development that will be going in. After the discussion Commissioner Stonebridge made a motion to accept the DEA with Klev Schoening for The Ridge at Park Creek. Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. The Commissioners signed the DEA and a copy will be given to the developer.
   C. Leak:
The Beans had indicated that they may be attending the meeting to discuss relief for a leak. They did not attend and the consensus of the Commissioners was that the matter was closed and would not be reviewed further.
D. SOQ’s:
The District ran a legal ad for SOQ’s for engineering services for 2016. The ad was in the Herald on November 23rd and in the Monitor on November 25th. The District received two proposals. One from PACE and one from Gray and Osborne Inc. They will review them and be prepared to discuss this at the next meeting.
E: Officer Election:
The Commissioners must vote at the end of each year for officers for the following year. It is the general practice of the Commissioners for the current President to move to Secretary, the Current Vice-President to move to President, and the current Secretary to move to Vice-President. With that in mind the following vote was done:
