Call to order:
Commissioner Johnson announced that a quorum of the board was present and called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

   A. DEA:

   B. SOQ’s:

D. Park Ridge Certificate:
Klev Schoening, the developer of The Ridge at Park Creek had a certificate for payment for a service from pre district formation. He asked to be reimbursed for two of the services he is putting in. There was some discussion regarding memberships and certificates. Mr. Schoening sent a written request where he thought there were two certificates. The seconded one was just a reissue of the first certificate. All of the certificates were reissued in 1996. After the discussion Commissioner Johnson made a motion to reimburse Mr. Schoening for one service. Commissioner Sheppard seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. Staff will do a review of the records to see how many certificates may still be left that have not installed services yet. Once that is done a legal opinion may be requested regarding the outstanding certificates.
E. Comments:
Cal Hanson mentioned that perhaps leasing vehicles would be more cost effective than buying them. He also handed in some papers that were found that had flown out of the garbage truck as it was going down the road. They were intended to be trash and not important. There was a short discussion. NO papers with sensitive information are thrown out. They are shredded.
