MINUTES FOR THE MEETING OF THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF HIGHLAND WATER DISTRICT ON THURSDAY April 11, 2024
Call to order:
Commissioner Jorden announced that a quorum of the board was present and called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Prior Minutes:
The Commissioners reviewed the minutes for the March 14, 2024, meeting. Commissioner Stonebridge made a motion to approve the minutes with one amendment. Commissioner Johnson second the motion and it carried unanimously.
Attorney:
During last month’s meeting the Commissioners requested that the Administrative Assistant contact the Attorney to ask about the District’s authority to shut a customer’s water off where it poses a threat. The Administrative Assistant provided the Commissioners with the Attorney’s response. After some discussion the Commissioners would like the staff to put together a draft policy for shutting a customer’s water off to be reviewed at the May 9, 2024, meeting.

Staff:




   A. Usage:
The unaccounted use for March was 12% for Highland and 12% for Friar Creek. Leak detection is being done weekly but no leaks have been found yet. Friar Creek is higher than normal so Commissioners would like leak detection focused on Friar Creek for now. There was a shot discussion. 
   B. PASADO’s:
Representatives from PASADO’S attended the meeting tonight to discuss the Districts final acceptance of the PASADO’s developer extension as well as the new rate structure they are now being charged as of January 1, 2024. The Commissioners wanted to make sure that any questions or concerns regarding the new rate structure were addressed. Staff and Commissioners provided clarification on how overage charges were accrued was provided as well as what information was to be provided on their regular billing statement. The representatives from PASADO’s wanted to make sure there were no missing steps for them needing to be completed for per the developer extension agreement. There were no other actions needed for this. There was some discussion.
   C. LCRR Inventory:
After some correspondence with Rosevelt Water District the Maintenance Technician Field Supervisor has received a letter templet that he will be using to send out to customers requesting private service line information for their address. Per the guidelines of the EPA this letter would be fulfilling requirements for obtaining the mandated inventory information need for the Lead and Copper Rule Revisions that went into effect December 16, 2021. The Commissioners are interested in the customer response to the letter Rosevelt Water District sent to their customers and would like to follow up with them to see how effective this has been for them. The Maintenance Technician Field Supervisor will be sending this letter out to HWD customers and will continue to update the Commissioners on progress for the October 16, 2024 deadline requirement. 
   D. Leak Policy:
The Administrative Assistant provided the Commissioners with the amended Leak reimbursement policy per the motion made and passed in the March 14, 2024, meeting. The Administrative Assistant informed the Commissioners that after review of the current policy and Highland Water Districts resolutions there was not a current resolution specifically for the Districts leak reimbursement policy. The Administrative Assistant will provide a Resolution for HWD leak reimbursement policy for the Commissioners review at the May 9, 2024, meeting.
Non-User Rate Hearing:
Commissioner Jorden adjourned the regular meeting into the Non-User Rate Hearing at 7:27pm. There were no members of the public present. The Commissioners did a second review of the Non-User Rate and Non-Emergency shut off fees. There was some discussion. The Non-User Rate Hearing was adjourned back to the regular meeting at 7:42pm.

Commissioner Stonebridge motioned to accept the 2024 Non-User Rate and Non-Emergency Shut Off fee. Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
