MINUTES FOR THE MEETING OF THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF HIGHLAND WATER DISTRICT ON THURSDAY AUGUST 10, 2023
Call to order:
Commissioner Stonebridge announced that a quorum of the board was present and called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
Commissioners present:

Prior Minutes:
The Commissioners reviewed the minutes for the July 13, 2023, meeting. Commissioner Johnson made a motion to approve the minutes with one change. Commissioner Stonebridge second the motion and it carried unanimously. 
Attorney:
The Attorney forwarded a letter sent to Highland Water District from Ziply. The Commissioners were notified of the attorneys’ response to the letter. There was a discussion. 
Engineer:
The Maintenance Tech Field Supervisor had a meeting with the Districts engineer. There will be a new housing development with 31 homes built east of Van Brocklin. There was a brief discussion. 
Staff:




   A. Usage:
Highland Water District staff are reviewing the usage data to update the report at this time and will provide the Commissioners with the report at Septembers meeting. 
   B. Commercial Rates: 
The topic of commercial rates will be revisited in the fall. 

   C. PASADO'S
There is still no update from PASADO’s. The Commissioners would like the Maintenance Tech Field Supervisor to contact PASADO’s main authority to request their attendance at next month’s Commissioners meeting to discuss the final details of their developer extension project. There was some discussion.  
   E. Hydrant 
A hydrant was damaged on old Owen RD and had to be replaced. Commissioners were notified of the insurance check that was received for the hydrant replacement.
   F. Incident Report
The Commissioners received an incident report from staff. HWD staff and LDP had to do an emergency repair for a meter that was accidentally damaged. There was a short discussion. 
   G. Cimco-GC
A quote for Cal- Val rebuild from Cimco -GC was given to the Commissioners for review. The Commissioners would like more quotes to consider so they can discuss them later. They will also discuss including it in the budget for 2024. 
   I Fence: 
The previous fence quotes received were for cedar. The Commissioners would like the Maintenance Tech Field Supervisor to provide quotes using fir wood or possibly chain-link. 

   C Staples C.C.
It was brought to the attention of the Commissioners that they would have to reevaluate the current credit card policy the District has in place raising before moving forward with increasing the CCB credit card limit from $2000.00 on each card to $5000.00 which would increase the overall limit from $10,000.00 to $25,000.00. There was some discussion. The credit card limit will remain at the original $2000.00 per card with an overall limit of $10,000.00. Staff will continue to monitor the spending on the cards for the time being. 
Commissioners:

   A. Financials:
The financials for June were given to the commissioners and the financials for July will be given to the Commissioners once available. There was a brief discussion. 
   B. Adjustments:
Commissioner Stonebridge motioned to approve the adjustment for account 000166002 in the amount of $730.60 for overage charges due to a leak. Commissioner Jorden second the motion and it carried unanimously.

…C. Audit:
The Audit is scheduled is now tentatively for October early November. The auditor will contact us when we are six to eight weeks out. The Admin. Assistant will update Commissioners as more information is available.
   D. Ziply:
The District received a letter from Ziply Fiber regarding an incident that occurred on the 18th of July where Ziply claimed Highland Water District was at fault for a Ziply line that was hit. The Commissioners also received an incident report from the Maintenance Tech Field Supervisor showing that the line was not marked like it should have been and that the District is not responsible for the incident since all appropriate steps were taken. The Maintenance Tech Field Supervisor will contact the WA state rep. for Ziply to discuss the letter that was sent to the District to resolve the dispute. There was a discussion.

   E. Union:
It is time to start negotiations for the next contract. The Union Rep will be Meeting with Commissioner Johnson.

   F. Fire District:
After a recent fire in the District the Commissioner Stonebridge requested that the Maintenance Tech Field Supervisor reach out to Fire District 7 & 10 to answer questions, they might have regarding our water system. There was a short discussion.
   G. Signs:
There was a brief discussion about placing new HWD signs at the Districts tank site. The Maintenance Tech Field Supervisor will investigate making sure all District properties have visible no trespassing, parking, and tampering signage. 
Vouchers/Payroll:
Commissioner Jorden made a motion to approve vouchers 6929 through 6944 in the amount of $46570.94 Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. Commissioner Jorden made a motion to approve payroll for August in the amount of $20,017.16 Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
