Call to order:
Commissioner Stonebridge announced that a quorum of the board was present and called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Prior Minutes:
The Commissioners reviewed the minutes for the January 9, 2020 meeting. Commissioner Johnson made a motion to approve the minutes. Commissioner Jorden seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Engineer:
Nothing for this meeting.
Attorney:

A. Freedom Foundation:
Because of the nature of a records request that was made the Attorney was consulted on how to respond so the District was sure it was done right. They provided the necessary information and the request was fulfilled.

B. Service Agreement:
It was time to update the service agreement with the Attorney. The Attorney prepared and sent the updated agreement. Commissioner Johnson motioned to accept the new agreement. Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

C: ULID:
Information was provided to the Commissioners from the Attorney regarding a delinquent ULID account. Commissioner Stonebridge motioned to proceed with collection of the delinquent funds. Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
Staff:

A. Usage:
Unaccounted for usage for HWD for January was 22% and for Friar Creek it was 10%.
B. Leak Detection:
The rep from Hydrevolution spent time going through the District checking for leaks. He submitted a report to the District. There was a lengthy discussion. 3 service leaks have already been repaired and a number of meters will be replaced.
C. Hire/Retire:
Information was provided to the Commissioners regarding the coming retirement of a staff member. There was a short discussion.
D. Inventory Disposal:
Staff have been working on cleaning up the inventory and equipment lists. There were a number of items on hand that were broken, did not work properly or had outlived their usefulness and had been replaced or were no longer compatible with District equipment. A list of the items was presented to the Commissioners to review. It was a consensus of the Board to discard the items. Some of them will be recycled.

E. Sanitary Survey:
A Rep from the WA State Dept. of Health met with the Lead Field Tech and went through the Friar Creek Water System doing a Sanitary Survey. This is done every 5 years. They submitted a report to the District. There were no substantial issues.
F. Tank Site:
Commissioner Johnson mentioned that he had been up by the tanks and noted that the exterior of the tanks had stains and that the generator was out in the elements. There was some discussion regarding pressure washing the outside of the tanks and finding some type of cover for the generator.
