Call to order:
Commissioner Jorden announced that a quorum of the board was present and called the meeting to order at 6 p.m.

Prior Minutes:
The Commissioners reviewed the minutes for the June 10, 2021 meeting. Commissioner Stonebridge made a motion to approve the minutes. Commissioner Jorden seconded the motion and it carried.
Engineer:

   A: Main Replacement:
Paul Weller from PACE attended and presented the Commissioners with information on the bids that were received for the pipe replacement project. There was some discussion. Commissioner Stonebridge motioned to accept the bid from D&G Backhoe for $536,540.81. Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. 
   B. Maps:
The Engineers estimate that updating the maps when the main replacement is done will be about 2K.

   A. Usage:
The unaccounted for use for June was 8% for Highland and 16% for Friar Creek. There was a short discussion. 
   B. PASADO’s:
The Lead Maintenance Tech gave the Commissioners an update on the project. There was a short discussion.
   C. Adjustment:
A new meter was not programmed right and the customer was overcharged in use so an adjustment was made to the account. Commissioner Stonebridge motioned to approve the adjustment. Commissioner Jorden seconded the motion and it carried.
   D. Leak Relief:
Three customers had submitted information to get relief on their bills due to leaks that they had. Commissioner Jorden motioned to approve relief of $411.20 for the Cass account. Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion and it carried. Commissioner Stonebridge motioned to approve relief of $189.30 for the Richards account. Commissioner Jorden seconded the motion and it carried. Commissioner Johnson motioned to approve relief of $438.60 for the Owens account. Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
   E. Shut Off Policy:
Since the Governor extended the moratorium on evictions and utilities Commissioner Johnson motioned to extend the temporary shut off policy through September 30th. Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

   B. Union Signatures:

After a short discussion it was a consensus of the Board and Staff to reopen the Office on Monday July 12th.
