The Commissioners reviewed the minutes for the May 13, 2021 meeting. Commissioner Johnson made a motion to approve the minutes. Commissioner Jorden seconded the motion and it carried.

   A: Main Replacement:
This project is set to go out for bid on June 21st. 
   B. Maps:
Once the main replacement and the PASADO projects are done the District will need to have the maps updated. Staff will inquire about the cost.

   D. Adjustment:
A meter was misread resulting in a high bill for one of the customers. Commissioner Stonebridge motioned to adjust the account.  Commissioner Jorden seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
   E. ULID2:
The only customer not hooked up from ULID2 called the District to arrange having the meter installed. There was a short discussion.

   A. Financials:
The financials for May were given to the Commissioners for review. There was some discussion. System maintenance was higher because of the purchase of a gate valve.
   B. Shaffer:
Information was provided to the customer but no response has been received yet.
   C. Applications:
The District has received 20 applications for the Office Assistant opening that was advertised. There was some discussion regarding scheduling interviews and possible second interviews.

   D. Low Income apps:
The District received 3 low income rate renewal applications. There was a short discussion. Commissioner Stonebridge motioned to approve the 3 applications for renewal. Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried.

   E. Generator Cover:
Once the PASADO project is done the field employees will set up the generator cover.

Vouchers/Payroll:

Commissioner Johnson made a motion to approve payroll for June in the amount of $17,744.38. Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
