Engineer:
   A. Comp Plan Update
The Engineer had addressed four points noted by the Dept. of Health and the information was provided to the Commissioners. There was a short discussion.
   B. Maps:
The maps sent by PACE were marked with corrections needed and returned to PACE.

   A. Usage:
The unaccounted use for April was 14% for Highland and -6% for Friar Creek. There was some discussion regarding the leak detection that was done and the results. The Commissioners would like to see the field tech out doing leak detection regularly.
   B. Incident Report:
The Maintenance Technician Field Supervisor filled out a report and gave it to the Commissioners for review.
   C. Adjustment/Leak:
There was a request for relief on a high bill because of a leak. Commissioner Johnson motion to relieve the overage charge of $415.30 from account 018300001. Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. There was an account with a misread meter that needed to be adjusted. Commissioner Johnson motioned to adjust account 010611005 in the amount of $97.46. Commissioner Jorden seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
   D. Sensus:
The field staff and Commissioner Stonebridge met with representatives from Sensus and Ferguson to discuss the issues the District is having with the reading equipment. The representatives went out into the District to do some research on the issue and try to fix the radio read frequency. There was a long discussion.

   D. Compensation review:
There was some discussion regarding the fact that the Administrative Assistant would be taking on more responsibility with the retirement of the Office Manager. Commissioner Stonebridge motioned to increase the hourly rate of the Administrative Assistant by $1.00 per hour effective June 1st. Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. A resolution will be done for the next meeting.
   E. Summer Hire:
There was some discussion regarding the need for a seasonal employee (20 to 30 hours per week) to help with mowing, weed whacking, etc. for the Summer to free up the field employee to do more with meters. The Maintenance Technician Field Supervisor was directed to do some research on hourly rates for the next meeting.
Vouchers/Payroll:
Commissioner Stonebridge made a motion to approve vouchers 6650 through 6660 in the amount of $7,795.06 Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. Commissioner Jorden made a motion to approve payroll for May in the amount of $20,162.72. Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
