Prior Minutes:
The Commissioners reviewed the minutes for the August 11, 2022, meeting. Commissioner Stonebridge made a motion to approve the minutes as is. Commissioner Jorden seconded the motion and it carried.

Engineer:
   A. SCADA
The Maintenance Technician Field Supervisor contacted the engineer and received a few names to contact about getting a SACAD quote. The City of Everett was also contacted for recommendations. The Maintenance Technician Field Supervisor will update the Commissioners once more information is available.

A. Usage:
The unaccounted use for August was 7% for Highland and -22% for Friar Creek. There was a short discussion.
   B. Summer Hire:
There have still been no applicants for the part time filed assistant position. There, was a brief discussion. 
   C. Tree Removal Bids 
The Maintenance Technician Field Supervisor received three bids on tree removal and brush removal services. There is a dying tree to cut down and brush removal to clear out at the pump stations. Three bids were received. There was some discussion. Commissioner Stonebridge made a motion to accept the lowest bid from Snohomish Tree Company in the amount of $2,672.95. Commissioner Jorden second the motion and it carried. 
Commissioners:

   A. Rate Study
Karyn Johnson, with KLJ Financial Consulting went over the final review of the 2023-2028 rate study. There will be a proposed $1.25 per month each year for Highland Water District and Friar Creek Customers. The monthly base charge will increase from $67.50 to $75.00 over the study period. The water usage charges are based on a projection of City of Everett’s purchased water costs which are imposed as a direct pass- through to customers. The actual costs and resulting rate impacts may vary from projections. There was some discussion. The rate hearing will be during the next regular meeting on October 13,2022 at 6 p.m. notice of the hearing will be posted in the Everett Daily Herald and the Snohomish County Tribune. 
B. Financials:
The financials for August were not available yet. The Administrative Assistant will email to the Commissioners as soon as they are available for review and will be discussed at the next regular meeting in October.
C. Leak relief 
There was one request for leak relief. The repairs of the leak have not been verified by Highland Water District yet.  The Maintenance Technician Field Supervisor will verify the leak repair and the Commissioners will review the request at the next meeting.
