Call to order:
Commissioner Stonebridge announced that a quorum of the board was present and called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Prior Minutes:
The Commissioners reviewed the minutes for the January 11, 2018 meeting. Commissioner Johnson made a motion to approve the minutes with a correction to the next meeting date. Commissioner Sheppard seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Field Supervisor:

A. Usage:
Unaccounted for usage for HWD for January was 20% and for Friar Creek it was 8%. There was a discussion regarding leak detection. The Field Supervisor will seek quotes and proceed with this after the meeting in March.
B. Transmission Line 5:
The Everett transmission line 5 will tentatively be shut down February 28th through March 1st. There was some discussion regarding a temporary connection with Monroe and the Friar Creek area. The District will be sending a letter to the residents of Friar Creek next week. Commissioner Stonebridge made a motion to approve a temporary connection with Monroe for a fee of $2.00 per hundred cubic feet. Commissioner Sheppard seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. The Field Supervisor is preparing a letter for Monroe. The District and Monroe plan to do a test hookup on February 20th.
D. Reading Equipment:
We have not heard anything from the vendor except a request for information on our FCC license for radio read use.
E. County Letter:
We received a letter from Snohomish County Dept. of Finance along with a refund check for fees the District received because of an error with our warrant runs.

   A. Financials:

Commissioner Johnson made a motion to reimburse the Field Employee up to $300.00 for the cost of a hotel room for two nights for attending a training session. Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
Any future field training/classes will be requested in written form and submitted to the Field Supervisor for approval. Required classes are classes needed to maintain WDM certification. It will be at the discretion of the Field Supervisor and/or Commissioners to approve reimbursement for training outside of that needed for required CEU credits. When possible classes should be taken locally and through the ERWoW program that the District subscribes to.
Vouchers/Payroll:
Commissioner Johnson made a motion to approve vouchers 5659 through 5679 in the amount of $20,711.72. Commissioner Sheppard seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. Commissioner Stonebridge made a motion to approve payroll for February in the amount of $16,028.60. Commissioner Sheppard seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
