Call to order:

Q&A Visitors:

Engineer:

   A. Service Agreement:
The Commissioners accepted the Statement of Qualifications from PACE and Mr. Hutley was contacted to provide an agreement for services to the District. The agreement was presented to the Commissioners. After a short discussion Commissioner Sheppard made a motion to approve the service agreement. Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
   B. Hydraulic Study:
The Engineer was asked to look into raising the number of connections to Friar Creek. Was a hydraulic study needed? There was some discussion and he will get back to the Commissioners with information.

Attorney:


A. Easement:
An easement was submitted to the District for The Ridge at Park Creek. The Attorney was asked to review the easement before it was filed. They made a couple of suggestions that were passed on to the Developer with a request to update the easement and present it to the District again.

 Field Supervisor:

A. Usage:
Unaccounted for usage for HWD for December was 11% and for Friar Creek it was 3%. 
B. Incident Reports:
