MINUTES FOR THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF HIGHLAND WATER DISTRICT ON WEDNESDAY NOVEMBER 7th 2018
Call to order:
Commissioner Stonebridge announced that a quorum of the board was present and called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Prior Minutes:
The Commissioners reviewed the minutes for the October 11, 2018 meeting. Commissioner Stonebridge made a motion to approve the minutes as written. Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
Engineer:
Nothing for this meeting.

Nothing for this meeting.
Field Supervisor:

A. Usage:
Unaccounted for usage for HWD for October was 17% and for Friar Creek it was 8%. There was some discussion.

B. L&I:
There was a short discussion about light duty vs regular job discription.
C. Roundtable:
The Office Manager attended the Auditor Roundtable in Redmond and gave a brief report.
D. Family Leave:
The new requirements for WA State family leave will be taking effect on January 1, 2019. The Office Manager will be attending a SCCFOA meeting next week that will cover this topic. If any of the Commissioners wish to attend they will let her know by Friday. After some discussion Commissioner Johnson made a motion for the District to cover the .004% fees with Employment security for the Family Leave Insurance. Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
E. Acme letter:
The District received a letter from Acme Homes regarding 60 day notice of any price changes. There was a brief discussion.
F. Leak:
A gasket on a meter was replaced that was on the customer’s side. The gasket was faulty and the water loss registered on the meter so relief from cost was discussed for the customer. Commissioner Sheppard motioned to credit the account $70.99. Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
G. Meter Tampering:
There was a short discussion regarding tampering with a locked meter. It was the second offense for this customer so a $1,000.00 charge was added to their account.

H. Misc:
The District installed a new flag pole with a solar light. There were two small trees growing by the road over the mainline on the District’s property. They interfered with sight for pulling onto the road and were growing over the main so they were removed.

   A. Financials:
The financials for October 2018 were presented to the Commissioners to review. There was a short discussion. 
   B. Facilities Charges:
Information was put together regarding the cost of installing a service. Discussion included the fact that some service lines had to be installed under the road and others were on the side by the main. The Local Facilities charge is currently $2,000.00. The information gathered showed that putting a service in on the same side as the main is averaging $2,400.00 and putting a service in under the road is $3,200.00. The Commissioners will review the information and a hearing on Local Facilities charges will be held at the next meeting.
   C. DEA:
A developer extension agreement was submitted for Wild Sky Ridge Division 2. After a short discussion Commissioner Stonebridge made a motion to accept the application agreement. Commissioner Sheppard seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. The Commissioners signed the application agreement. The applicant will be submitting drawings to the District to review.
   D. Draft Budget:
A second draft of the Budget was submitted to the Commissioners to review. There was a short discussion and the Commissioners went through the budget by line item. The Budget hearing will be held at the December Commissioners meeting.
Vouchers/Payroll:
Commissioner Sheppard made a motion to approve vouchers 5842 through 5859 in the amount of $109,853.00. Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. Commissioner Sheppard made a motion to approve payroll for November in the amount of $16,780.86. Commissioner Johnson seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
