MINUTES FOR THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF HIGHLAND WATER DISTRICT ON THURSDAY SEPTEMBER 14, 2017
Call to order:
Commissioner Sheppard announced that a quorum of the board was present and called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Prior Minutes:
The Commissioners reviewed the minutes for the August 10, 2017 meeting. Commissioner Stonebridge made a motion to approve the minutes as written. Commissioner Sheppard seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Field Supervisor:

A. Usage:
Unaccounted for usage for HWD for August was 12% and for Friar Creek it was 2%. There was a short discussion.
B. Bank Update:
The District is finished transferring to Coastal Community. There is a dispute with BOA regarding a charge back to our old account. A letter is written and will be sent to the corporate office requesting it be refunded and a copy will go to the customer that disputed the payment. The District will reverse the payment on her account if the bank does not refund the District the amount charged back. There was some discussion.
C. Sampling Station:
A letter was sent to the contractor that damaged the sampling station and a response and payment was received from the contractor. There was some discussion.
D. Hydrant Use:
An incident occurred where a customer had been using the hydrant. The field employee was weeding around the area and found a hydrant wrench and fitting with a hose laying by the hydrant. He returned to the office and talked with the field supervisor. The field supervisor returned to the hydrant with the field employee and the equipment had been moved. It was picked up and brought back to the office. The Sheriff was contacted and the customer showed up at the office looking for the equipment. He claimed he had been given permission to use the hydrant. After some discussion his equipment was returned to him with the understanding that no one is allowed to hook up to the hydrants except the fire dept. and field staff. There was some discussion.
E. Mower:
The Field Supervisor presented information regarding mower quotes and there was some discussion. Commissioner Johnson motioned to purchase the John Deer mower quoted at $3,213.84. Commissioner Stonebridge seconded the motion and it carried unanimously. The Field Supervisor will proceed with the purchase.
F. Radios:
There were a few items that needed to be addressed before the radios are paid for. The company is working on the items. There was a short discussion.
G. Truck:
The FIN number and purchase order are being taken care of. The new truck should be available to pick up in November.

Commissioner Stonebridge made a motion to approve payroll for September in the amount of $15,231.42. Commissioner Sheppard seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.
